Catch a glimpse of tiny country boats selling 
traditional items to the villagers living along 
the canals and rivers.
 
When it comes to  setting out on a boat journey, 
do not miss the golden hour, when the sun 
casts its warm glow on the water lilies in full 
bloom. Explore the scenic gems of Alappuzha 
backwaters, such as Kuttanad and Kainakary 
canals, with a minimum two-day houseboat 
excursion. The Alappuzha Backwaters is home 
to a variety of aquatic plants, fish and other 
creatures including water birds. The charm 
of the backwaters takes on a new dimension 
during night.

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A testament to the architectural brilliance of 
traditional Kerala design, Krishnapuram Palace 
in Kayamkulam was built in the 18th century 
by Anizham Thirunal Marthanda Varma, the 
monarch of the Kingdom of Travancore. The 
palace hosts a museum unveiling a captivating 
collection of ancient sculptures, paintings, 
bronze items and diverse collections of  
antiques. Among the exhibits, the highlight 
is the Gajendra Moksha, an impressive mural 
portraying Lord Ganesha, renowned as one of 
the largest artworks in Kerala.
 
The palace stands out in architectural elegance, 
marked by its distinctive gabled roofs, narrow 
corridors and dormer windows. The intricate 
wooden carvings are a reflection of the artistry 
and innovation of local carpenters that add 
a layer of beauty and uniqueness to this 
architectural wonder. In addition, visitors can 
witness the Kayamkulam Vaal, a distinctive 
double-edged sword exhibited in the palace’s 
museum. Krishnapuram Palace not only 
showcases the opulent history of Kerala but 
also serves as an immersive gateway to the 
artistic and cultural heritage of the region. In 
addition, the palace also has a large pond in its 
complex.

Karumadikuttan Buddha Statue - A journal 
to the age old Buddhist influence in Kerala! 
The origins of this ancient   three-foot, black 
granite sculpture of Buddha go back to the 
historical era between the 9th and the 14th 
centuries during the reign of the Vikramaditya 
Varaguna, the monarch of the Ay dynasty. 
Located on the banks of Punnamada lake, 
it is believed to have been constructed by 
Buddhist monks who visited Kerala through 
the port of Alappuzha, carrying the message 
of love and non-violence to the world.
 
The cultural fabric of Kerala was once adorned 
by the influence of Buddhism, and remnants 
of that era still narrate tales of bygone times. 
The protection and care of the statue of Lord 
Buddha fall under the responsibility of the 
Archeological Survey of India, and it has been 
a focal point for numerous archaeological 
investigations. Through multiple excavations, 
the site has unveiled artefacts and structures, 
offering valuable glimpses into the historical 
tapestry of Buddhism in India. The curiosity 
level of visitors increases as they closely 
observe this centuries old sculpture. The 
missing left side of the statue remains as a 
subject of historical debate.

Weaving the narrative of bygone eras, 
the Revi Karunakaran Museum in Alappuzha 
district is more than a mere museum. It is a 
memorial created to honour and celebrate the 
life of the late Revi Karanukaran, renowned 
architect of the modernised coir industry in 
Kerala. At the heart of Alappuzha town, this 
museum stands out for its extraordinary 
collection of a variety of precious items. 
Interestingly, the centuries old ivory and 
Swarovski crystal collections  exhibited here 
rank among the largest in Kerala.

The artefacts exhibited here were collected 
by his family over three generations. The 
museum is a visual delight with its rare 
collection of  beautiful Tanjore paintings 
along  with a 200 sq. ft. mural painting 
adorned with vegetable dyes. The specially 
dedicated ‘Kerala Room,’ showcasing over 
3800 pieces of art, sheds light on the 
cultural evolution of the region. A visit to 
this museum is a must for those passionate 
about art and culture.

Vibrant butterflies enjoying honey from wild 
flowers, the symphony of trees swaying in 
the wind, chirping of birds, lush greenery and 
migratory birds – the Pathiramanal spread 
across 10 acres amidst the Vembanad Lake is 
a visual and auditory delight for every visitor. 
The name Pathiramanal translates into ‘Sands 
of Night’. It is a paradise for bird watchers and 
is only accessible by boat. Wrapped in its green 
embrace, the region serves as a sanctuary for 
various rare endemic and migratory birds.

It serves as a home to about 91 native species 
of birds and 50 migratory birds. Visitors may 
catch a glimpse of Pintail Ducks, Common Teal, 
Night Heron, Cormorant, Darter, Indian Shag, 
Purple Heron, Cattle Egret, Indian Pond Heron, 
Little Egret, Bronze-winged Jacanas, Stork-billed 
Kingfisher, Whistling Duck, Cotton Pygmy-
Goose, Little Cormorant, and Whiskered Tern.

Mannarassala
Sree Nagaraja Temple
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In the heart of Haripad in Alappuzha, 
lies the centuries-old Mannarassala Sree 
Nagaraja Temple where the chief priest is a 
woman, warmly addressed as Mannarassala 
Amma. Dedicated to the Serpent God, this 
temple is believed to have been created by 
Lord Parashurama, an incarnation of Lord 
Vishnu. It stands out as the largest of its 
kind in Kerala, adorned with an astounding 
collection of over 1,00,000 snake images 
intricately placed along its pathways and 
within the natural greenery.
 
As it is a pilgrimage centre, devotees bring 
new snake images as offerings. The temple 
is home to many festivals and rituals. Here, 
Mannarasala Ayilyam is the most celebrated 
temple festival. A grand procession takes 
place during the Ayilyam asterism in the 
Malayalam months of Kanni and Thulam 
(September and October). All the serpent 
idols from the grove and the temple are 
carried to the Brahmin Illam where Nurum 
Palum (rice flour and milk), Kuruthi (a red 
liquid made of turmeric and lime), and 
cooked rice are offered to the deity. Legends 
has it that the special turmeric powder 
prepared in the temple has curative powers.
